Important Notes

· Avoid installing the unit in the locations described below:

· Area exposed to direct sunlight or close to heat radiating appliances as electric heaters.

· Area lacking ventilation or dusty places.

· Location subject to constant vibration.

· Humidity or moisture.

Power Supply

Using AC adaptor

· Use the supplied AC adaptor only (if included). This unit should be operated only from the type of power source indicated on the marking label of the supplied AC adaptor.
· Connect the AC adaptor to an AC power outlet per the type of power source indicated on the marking label of AC adaptor.
· Be sure to remove the AC adaptor when using the dry batteries.
Using rechargeable batteries
This unit can fully recharge the specified rechargeable battery, in approximately 10-14 hours. The rechargeable batteries should be recharge before they are used for the first time.

· LR6 ( size AA) Ni-MH rechargeable batteries

Recharging procedure:

1. Insert two same type of the specified rechargeable batteries by matching the polarity to the diagram inside the battery compartment.

2. Connect the AC adaptor to the AC power outlet & DC in jack. Following the operations of Using AC adaptor and slide the CHG to on position to start charging.

3. After 10-14 hours, please unplug the AC adaptor or switch CHG control to off.

Note
Recharging can only be performed when the unit is powered off. It is not possible to recharge the batteries while playing.
Using the car adaptor

( refer to Supplied Accessories on the cover page, if included )

Be sure to obtain the car adaptor which is designed for use with vehicle equipped with a 12 volt negative ground electrical system only, available as an optional accessory. The car adaptor can be used to recharge the unit’s batteries while in the car.

Connections

Listening with the earphones

Connect the plug of the stereo earphones or headphones ( not supplied) or other audio speakers into the PHONES jack. Adjust the VOLUME to increase or increase the level as desired. 

Playing VCD with a TV set

1. Connect the supplied audio connection cable into the AUDIO jack of the player and the AUDIO inputs of TV set.

2. Connect the supplied video connection cable into the VIDEO OUT jack of the player and the VIDEO input of TV set.

3. Refer to Using AC adaptor to connect the AC adaptor to the player and the instructions of TV connection for details.

4. Press the NTSC/PAL button on remote control to set the system of your TV.

Note
· Before making connections, turn off each piece of the stereo equipment or TV set.

· Before you play the CD/VCD, turn down the volume of the connected stereo equipment or TV set so as to not to damage the connected speakers.

· Always use the supplied AC adaptor or car adaptor (if included) to play the VCD.
Basic Disc Play

1. Slide ”OPEN” button to open the lid and insert the disc.

a. Label must face upward.

b. Press the area near the center hole of disc until it clicks into position.

c. Close the lid.

2. Release the hold mode.

3. Press”((” to start play

4. Adjust the VOLUME to increase or decrease the level as desired.
5. To pause play

a. Press “((” button during play.

b. The pause indication”(”appears in the display and the sound output is muted. 

c. Press the button again to restart play.

6. To stop play

a. Press”(” button during play.

b. Total track number and playing time shows on the display.
7. To turn off the unit

Hold STOP button.
8. Skip forward/ backward

( skip function )

Press”(“ button once during play to find the beginning of the next track.

Press “(“ button once during play to find the beginning of the current track.

9. Rapid forward/ backward 
Hold down ( button during play to go forward quickly.

Hold down ( button during play to back wards quickly.
10. Press REP.

To shift among repeat one/repeat all/repeat off.
11. NTSC/PAL

Press -10/PRG/NP to switch NTSC/PAL mode.
12. Press +10/RAN/PBC 
To switch among Manual play/sequence play/off.
13. Hold -10/PRG./NP
To start program/off; use the remote controller’s number keys to select songs, press REP to save.
14. Hold +10/RAN/PBC
Random play/ off.
15. Press AUDIO/ESP
To switch among Left channel/Right channel/Stereo.
Auto power-off function

When the unit is stopped (standby mode) for approximately 120 seconds, the power is automatically turned off.
Wireless Remote Control

1. Insert two same type of AAA batteries by matching the polarity to the diagram inside the battery compartment of supplied remote control.

2. Press ”((” on player to start operation.

3. Point the remote control towards the remote sensor of the player.

4. All buttons on remote control in same symbol or wording of the player will perform the same function as the instructions described.
Changing The Sound Quality

You can enjoy different sound effects of BASS, JAZZ, POP, ROCK & CLASSIC during play. (only for CD and MP3 files)
Press AUDIO/ESP to switch to different sound effects: rock/jazz/classic/pop, (only for CD and MP3 files)

Anti-Shock (ESP) Function

This unit has typical ESP(Electronic Shock Protection only for CD and MP3 files) function to minimize skipping by using a buffer memory that stores music and plays it back in the event of a shock.

Hold AUDIO/ESP during play.

The indicator appears on the display.

Anti-shock will automatically start while playing MP3.
Note
· To make the ESP setting during play may cause a slight interruption in the sound or picture because the disc’s rotation speed changes. 

· Although the ESP function provides excellent protection, skipping may occasionally occur.

· Playing may stop when the player gets a strong shock.

· You may hear a noise or sound and or picture skip when:

· Playing to a dirty or scratched CD,

· Listening to an audio test CD or,

· The player receives continuous shock.

When to Replace The Batteries

When the sound quality getting worst, this means the batteries are almost out of power. In this case, the player will not function properly and the batteries must be replaced or recharged.

Note
· Do not mix new batteries with old ones.

· Do not use different types of batteries together.

· When the batteries are not to be used for a long time, remove them.
